- Targets 6, 8, 9, 10, 11, 19 and 20: strong mainstreaming
components reflected in LTAM action areas; headline
actions and proposed activities support each
mainstreaming strategy/action plan

- Theory of Change can be finetuned to LTAM (links to

How to take better leverage support from recent initiatives
such as BfN, FfN, Act4Nature, OP2B, Task Force on
Financial Disclosures, FOAA, FOLU, WEF, etc, and other
partners

stakeholders, urban dwellers and SNGs, UN organizations,
science/policy — IPBES, Future Earth
